3. Enhanced capabilities of Members to
produce better weather, climate, water and
related environmental information, predic-
tions and warnings to support in particular
disaster risk reduction and climate impact
and adaptation strategies.

4. Enhanced capabilities of Members to
access, develop, implement and use inte-
grated and interoperable Earth- and space-
based observation systems for weather,
climate and hydrological observations, as
well as related environmental and space
weather observations, based on world
standards set by WMO.
