Purpose:
For WRP_SC4 to approve in principle the attached draft Regional Decarbonising and Greening of the NMHSs Policy for discussion at the upcoming PMC8 for possible endorsement at PMMM4 for the Sustainability of the NMHSs through power cost reductions and reduction in the burning of fossil fuels.
Background:
One of the Key principals of Weather Ready Pacific (WRP) is Sustainability. Whilst WRP is taking strides to establish sustainability around capacity development and maintenance of assets, it is imperative that cost reduction measures are explored where and when necessary to support relieve some of the operational costs imposed on the NMHSs due to its power consumption
To inform the development of the regional decarbonisation policy for the NMHSs a survey was conducted on the cost of fossil fuel consumption of the regional Pacific NMHSs in terms of the costs for transportation and for mains electricity.
