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1. Purpose
The Technical Committee (TC) is established to provide technical advice and recommendations to the Steering Committee of the Weather Ready Pacific Program. The TC also provides a mechanism for WRP to engage with MHEWS technical experts outside of WRP.
2. Responsibilities
The TC shall have the following responsibilities:
· Provide expert advice and recommendations on technical matters relating to the structure, development, and activities of the Weather Ready Pacific Program.
· Review and recommend technical strategies, standards, and priorities to support aims and objectives of the Weather Ready Pacific Program.
· Support the identification and evaluation of new and emerging technologies relevant to implementing the Weather Ready Pacific Program.
· Advise on technical capacity-building initiatives and partnerships, including regional training and instrument centres.
· Provide feedback on draft technical documentation, operational guidelines, and program implementation plans.
· Advise on technical risks and risk management strategies.
· Engage with MHEWS technical experts outside of WRP.
· Submit approved advice and recommendations to the Steering Committee through the TC Chair.
· Conduct any other technical advisory duties as requested by the Steering Committee.
The Chair of the TC shall report to the Steering Committee on advice and recommendations approved by the TC.
3. Membership
The TC shall include the following members:
· Weather Ready Pacific Program Manager or delegates.
· Nominated representatives of the Governments of Australia, New Zealand, and the United Kingdom.
· Panel Chairs of Pacific Meteorological Council Panels (or their delegates).
· The TC may appoint other members as technical representatives of WRP partners or other Multi-Hazard Early Warning Systems (MHEWS) stakeholders.
4. TC Chair
The Chair of the TC shall be appointed by consensus of the TC members at the first meeting of each year or as needed.
The Chair shall serve a term of one year and may be re-appointed.
The Chair shall attend meetings of the Steering Committee to present advice and recommendations of the TC.
5. Frequency of Meetings
The TC shall meet fortnightly or as needed. Meetings will be conducted virtually, using appropriate online communication platforms.
6. Reports and Minutes
No formal minutes will be recorded for meetings of the TC.
Advice and recommendations agreed by the TC shall be documented by the Chair and presented to the next meeting of the Steering Committee.
