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1. Purpose
The Weather Ready Pacific Program (WRP) Liaison Platform is a forum for WRP to coordinate with Multi-Hazard Early Warning Systems (MHEWS) actors and activities in the Pacific. Specifically, the Liaison Platform is designed to:
· Provide a means for WRP to share information on WRP activities with other MHEWS actors in the Pacific.
· Enhance engagement by WRP with MHEWS actors in the Pacific, including actors outside the Pacific Meteorology Council, National Disaster Management Offices, and Council of Regional Organisations of the Pacific (CROP) agencies.
· Support engagement by WRP with regional MHEWS coordination mechanisms, including the Pacific Resilience Partnership Technical Working Group on MHEWS and Risk Information.
2. Responsibilities
The Liaison Platform is not a decision-making body. The Liaison Platform shall have the following responsibilities:
· Provide advice and recommendations to the Steering Committee on matters relating to engagement by WRP with other MHEWS actors.
· Provide a forum for updates by MHEWS actors outside WRP on activities that fall within the scope of the WRP Implementation Plan.
· Identify opportunities for WRP to strengthen engagement with MHEWS actors and activities in the Pacific.
· Receive updates to support the Pacific Partner Coordination Mechanism (PPCM) dashboard.
3. Membership
The Liaison Platform shall include the following members:
· WRP Program Manager or delegate.
· Head/Directors of the 6 PMC Panels (PIETR, AVIATION, HYDROLOGY, PIMOS, PICI, PICS).
· Nominated representatives from the Pacific Resilience Partnership, the Pacific Climate Change Roundtable, and Pacific Partnership Coordination Mechanism.
· Invited representatives from EW4All development partners (e.g. CREWS, SOFF, COSPPac).
· Nominated representatives of UN partners (i.e. Pillar 1 – UNDRR, Pillar 2 – WMO, Pillar 3 – ITU, Pillar 4 – IFRC).
The Liaison Platform may recommend appointment of other members for approval by the Steering Committee.
4. Appointment of Chair
A Chair of the Liaison Platform shall be nominated by the members and shall serve a term of one year. The Chair may be re-appointed.
5. Frequency of Meetings
The Liaison Platform shall meet biennially in person every 2 years in conjunction with meetings of the Pacific Meteorological Council.
The Chair may convene out-of-session meetings as needed. Out-of-session meetings will be conducted virtually, using appropriate online communication platforms.
6. Reporting
The Chair shall prepare and circulate for approval minutes of each meeting.
The Chair shall report on the advice and recommendations of the Liaison Platform at the next meeting of the Steering Committee.
7. Approval
